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SECTION 1: HOUSING
The majority of residents (87%) feel there will be enough housing in Montgomery for the next 10 years following the development of the Forden Road site. Concerns 
regarding Montgomery becoming a dormitory town / losing its identity and sense of place and heritage. New housing should be in small clusters and not a large 
development. Siting should be appropriate to the existing town as should materials and build. Infrastructure in Montgomery cannot take many additional houses – 
particularly highways and medical facilities.  The overwhelming view is that the majority of new build should be affordable / local needs / rent to own.  Insufficient 
employment for large new build.

SECTION 6: SHOPPING AND RETAIL
Generally, people would like to shop local but in reality it is more convenient to go to a Welshpool supermarket or shop where they work. The survey indicated a high 
usage of local businesses and satisfaction with the quality and service provided by shops and market. Some concern at higher prices and limited stock availability. 
Some responses indicated a need for butchers, cheesemonger and clothes shop. High quality of market produce appreciated. A few responses thought parking was a 
problem when shopping locally and timed parking slots outside the Spar were suggested. Community would not wish to see any loss of retail space.

SECTION 7: LIVING ENVIRONMENT AND FACILITIES
Residents appreciate the high quality living environment of Montgomery and value the facilities available. Few requests for additional facilities except or the need for 
a few more benches in town. The public toilets are a valued facility and recognised as such by those who don’t actually use them. Important to maintain these well 
and with long opening hours across the year.

Vehicle speeds and congestion in Broad Street / Arthur Street and the school gates were all mentioned as detrimental to the living environment and there was 
considerable concern at the lack of response to highways issues such as blocked drains, clearing of straw, poor road markings and highways deterioration.

SECTION 8: ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES
Limited amount of public interest expressed in environmental issues as such  during the survey. Concerns over reductions in grass cutting regimes along highways 
and in recreation areas. A clear appreciation of the beautiful surroundings we have and extensive use of the Rights of Way, permissive paths and path through Lymore. 
Many residents have older and Listed properties in the Montgomery Conservation Area and concerns expressed at difficulty of energy efficiency measures.  
Widespread support for 20mph through Montgomery and reduction in need to use vehicles
