Montgomery Presbyterian Chapel

There has been a lot in the news recently about the 'Higgs Bosun,' the so-
called 'God Particle, 'which until recently has never been seen. Scientists have
now begun work on an atom smasher called the LHC [Large Hadron Collider]
to try and create a version of the 'Big Bang' and to detect the elusive Higgs
particle. This has involved firing beams of small fundamental particles called
protons at each other from opposite ends of a 17 mile ring deep
underground. According to theory, a Higgs Bosun particle will be created and
it will decay moments after it is created into smaller particles which would
form the building blocks of the universe. In recent weeks, scientists have
observed a spike in their data readout shortly after the beams collided, which
might be attributed to the elusive Higgs particle. But it could also just be a
fluctuation in the background signal; repeat experiments are needed to check
the result.
